Since  the  year  2000, 
 annual  events  have  been  hosted  with  prominent  women  leaders  on  a  broad  range  of  global  and 
 regional  concerns.  With  our  new  partner,  the  International  Association  of  First  Ladies  for  Peace, 
 we’ve  combined  our  strengths  to  hold  events  and  gatherings  that  included  the  unique  perspective 
 on issues by the First Ladies of nations.

We  can 
 only try.
